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Rationale:

It is necessary to ensure that students are transported safely by private vehicles or public transport.

Goals:
1.
To promote safe practices.

2.
To ensure that children are transported safely.

Guidelines:

*
Parental permission is required before any child can be transported, by private or public transport, on a trip or to a camp.

*
All children must be secured by their own seatbelt, or child restaint as required by current legislation except in exempt vehicles eg buses.

*
Special arrangements may need to be made for baggage and equipment i.e., use of trailers, utilities, vans, etc.

*
Vehicles must be legally roadworthy - i.e., have current warrants of fitness and registration.

*
All drivers must have a current full drivers license and drive defensively, obeying all road laws.

*
Insurance of all vehicles is the responsibility of the owner.

*
All drivers must have a zero blood alcohol level.

*
Avoid transporting a child on his/her own where possible.

*
All children must be seated on buses traveling outside town limits.

*
Buses will be of a satisfactory standard of maintenance and cleanliness for students to travel on.

*
Children Under 7 need to be in a booster seat expect when travelling on a bus 

and public transport.
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
