Rm 1  Boys:  

Plain black t-shirt & plain black shorts 

Girls:  

Plain black t shirt & plain black knee-length leggings 

Boys: 

Plain Black Track pants 

Everyone:  

If you have a flowered shirt or a ‘lei’ at home then 

please bring that. Don’t buy it especially.  

Rm 2  Boys:  

Plain black t-shirt & plain black shorts 

Girls:  

Plain black t shirt & plain black knee-length leggings 

Everyone:  

At least 2-3 ‘farmer-style’ pieces of clothing or 

accessories.  

Eg: hats/checkered shirt /skirt, dungarees, jeans, 

scarves, vests etc 

Rm 3  Boys:  

Plain black t-shirt & plain black shorts 

Girls:  

Plain black t shirt & plain black knee-length leggings 

Boys: 

Plain black gumboots 

Rm 5  Boys:  

Plain black t-shirt, plain black long pants and shorts. 

Girls:  

Plain black t shirt & plain black knee-length leggings 

Props (French theme): 

If you have a beret at home, can we please borrow 

it? We’re after several…a waist-coat or two.  

Rm 6  Boys:  

Plain black t-shirt & plain black shorts 

Girls:  

Plain black t shirt & plain black knee-length leggings 

Everyone: 

Black shoes 

Boys: 

Plain black pants/jeans 

 

All students will be wearing black clothing, as specified above, throughout the entire performance.  

 

All girls with long hair will need it tied back securely in a ‘pony tail’, plait or bun. 

 

 

Please note that the extra costume items being made at school, or sourced 

from home, will be worn over this black clothing for class items at certain times 

during the performance.
