We were very excited to see the completion of our Kea Crossing! This will provide
children with a safe place to cross the road. A Kea Crossing only operates when a
school patrol and two fluorescent orange crossing point flag signs (one on each
side of the road) are present. In addition to this, there are new “40km” signs
alluding to traffic that children will be around as they approach the crossing from
@ both directions. The school patrol will be operating after school daily. When the

| school patrol displays their STOP signs, traffic must stop. This helps keep children
safe when they're going o and from school. When there's no school patrol and
